A lindustrie du tourisme et au grand public,

Poursuivant notre engagement a maintenir une communication constante et transparente sur
l'état de la situation, le ministére du Tourisme de 'Equateur souhaite partager la mise a jour
suivante :

La promulgation des décrets exécutifs 110 et 110 par le gouvernement national a été une étape
essentielle pour doter nos forces armées et notre police du cadre juridique nécessaire pour agir
de maniere décisive. Ces actions sont guidées par un objectif clair : rétablir la paix et la sécurité
pour les citoyens équatoriens et nos visiteurs, un objectif que nous atteignons avec succes jour
apres jour.

Depuis le 10 janvier, nous observons une réduction drastique des incidents dans tout 'Equateur.
Les opérations menées par les forces armées et la police avec l’aide des alliés internationaux ont
été efficaces. Ces actionsincisives du gouvernement ont été pleinement soutenues par le peuple
équatorien.

Aujourd’hui, 11 janvier, nous vivons progressivement un retour a la normale. Des mesures de
sécurité plus strictes sont maintenues dans des zones spécifiques, tandis que des opérations de
routine se poursuivent dans le reste du pays.

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de notre pays ont continué a fonctionner sans interruption. Les quelques fréquences de vols
modifiées ou annulées fonctionnent désormais normalement.

Les rues et routes de 'Equateur restent ouvertes et accessibles, en respectant les horaires de
couvre-feu établis a partir de 23 heures et ce jusqu’a 5 heures du matin. La sécurité sur ces
itinéraires est garantie par des contrbles efficaces effectués par les forces de défense aux points
stratégiques, garantissant la sécurité de tous les usagers, aussi bien de jour que pendant les
heures de couvre-feu.

Malgré les images inquiétantes diffusées par certains médias, ’Equateur ceuvre avec succés au
retour a la normale dans tout le pays. Tous ses citoyens et son industrie touristique sont
impatients d'accueillir les visiteurs avec la méme chaleur et la méme hospitalité dont ils ont
toujours fait preuve. Le Ministere du Tourisme invite les visiteurs qui envisagent de nous rendre
visite prochainement a maintenir leurs projets de voyage.

Security on these routes are guaranteed through effective
controls carried out by defense forces at strategic points, ensuring all users’ safety, both during
the day and during curfew hours.
